











efficiently administer his/her particular sports program. The duties of the Lay Director

shall include the following:

a. Attending all CYC district and league meetings for
his/her sport;

b. Determining the method and timing of sign-ups;

c. Recruiting coaches for all teams;

d. Assembling rosters for all teams;

e Coordinating the registration of teams in a league, and,
with input from coaches, assigning teams to appropriate
leagues;

£ Collecting fees for all players and delivering such fees to
the Treasurer;

g The purchase, maintenance and distribution of all

equipment to coaches, and the return and storage of
equipment following the completion of a season;

h. Locating practice fields or facilities and assigning
practice places and times to coaches;

1. Attending disciplinary hearings for any coach in
his/her sport.

In addition to the duties set forth above, the Lay Director shall have final
decision-making authority on roster size, roster assignments, league assignments,
disciplinary actions relating to players and coaches at the Parish level, replacement of
coaches, handling of complaints from parents or players, and any other issues relating to
his/her respective sport.

4. For grades Five through Eight, in the event there are enough players to
form more than one team in a grade, the Lay Director, with input from the coaches, shall
have the option of dividing teams based on the skill level of the players to form an A
team and a B team (and C and D teams, if necessary). The division of players shall be
based upon player performance from the preceding year. If there is no consensus among
the coaches and Lay Director regarding team rosters, a group tryout shall be scheduled by

the coaches and attended by all players, coaches and the Lay Director. Roster



assignments shall be made after the tryout. Each team shall thereafter be assigned to an
appropriate league based on its skill level. The final decision on team rosters and league
assignments shall be made by the Lay Director.

5, The cost of registration for a player on a sports team shall be determined
by the Board. Players shall register for a team in the manner prescribed by the Lay
Director for the sport, and shall, at the time of registration declare whether the player is
an “in Parish” player or an “out of Parish™ player. An “in Parish” player shall be any
child who is enrolled as a student in the Parish School or a child from any family which is
registered in the Parish. An “out of Parish” player shall be any child who is not enrolled
in the Parish School and is not registered in the Parish. The cost of registration for an
“out of Parish” player shall be two times the cost of registration for an “in Parish” player.

6. Late fees may be imposed by a Lay Director for any registration received
after a cut-off date published in advance by the Lay Director. The amount of the late fee
shall be set by the Board from time to time.

7 It shall be the responsibility of the Lay Director to collect all appropriate
fees, including any late fees, for all players in his/her respective sport. The Board shall
be entitled to establish a method for the payment of sports team fees known as a “Family
Pass”. The purchase of a Family Pass will allow all children of a family to participate as
a player on any sports team sponsored by the Parish, for which the child is otherwise
eligible, throughout the school year. The cost of a Family Pass shall be equal to the cost
of six (6) “in Parish” sports team registrations for a family who either has a student
enrolled in the Parish School or is a family registered in the Parish. The cost of a Family

Pass for a family who does not have a child enrolled in the Parish School or is not a
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family registered in the Parish, shall be equal to the cost of six (6) “out of Parish”
registrations. If a Family Pass is not purchased, then each sports team sign-up form shall
be accompanied by the appropriate registration fee. If such fee is not paid, or a Family
Pass has not been purchased, then the proposed registration shall not be accepted by the
Lay Director. All other details relating to the purchase and administration of the “Family
Pass” shall be determined by the Board, from time to time.

8. Rosters shall be determined and submitted to the CYC or other
organizational entity at the discretion of the Lay Director. Subject to such discretion, the
following guidelines are suggested with regard to team size:

Minimum Maximum Goal

Soccer (K-2) 8 14 10
Soccer (3-8) 11 17 14
Volleyball 6 9 7
Basketball 5 10 7
Baseball/Softball 10 15 13
9. The Lay Director shall have complete authority and discretion regarding

the assignment of players to teams. Players may be divided into teams by the Lay
Director based upon skill level (Grades 5-8), residence of players, grade school class,
order of registration or any other method deemed appropriate by the Lay Director, in
keeping with the purposes and objectives of the CYC and the Association. Coaches shall
be entitled to make recommendations to the Lay Director regarding the assignment of
players to teams, however, the Lay Director shall have the final decision on all team

rosters and proposed league assignments.
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ARTICLE IX

Amendment

These Articles of Association and By-Laws shall repeal and replace any prior
articles and/or By-Laws previously adopted or approved by the Association or any of its
predecessor entities. These Articles and By-Laws may be amended at any regular or
special meeting of the Board, by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Board Members present,
provided, that the text of the proposed amendment shall have been submitted to each
Board Member, in writing, at least seven (7) days prior to the meeting at which the vote
is to be taken.
